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The City of Concord resolves as follows:

WHEREAS, 	the US Department of Homeland Security (DHS) / Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) made funds available through the 2024 Federal Fiscal Year Homeland Security Grant Program (HSGP) competitive grant process; and

WHEREAS,	the City of Concord requested and received approval to apply for these grant monies for the purchase of a modular vehicular barrier system at the December 11, 2023 regular meeting; and

WHEREAS,	the City of Concord has been awarded this competitive grant in the amount of $259,062; and

WHEREAS,  	there is no financial match required for this grant program; and

WHEREAS, 	the City of Concord could substantially benefit from this equipment; and

WHEREAS, 	this appropriation is for a purpose for which funding was not included in the Fiscal Year 2025 adopted budget, therefore section 37 of the City Charter requires a two-thirds vote of the City Council.

NOW, THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Concord that:
