RESOLUTION 	APPROPRIATING THE SUM OF THIRTY-FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($35,000.00) FOR REIMBURSEMENT OF DEMOLITION COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH THE NEXT STEP LIVING, INC PROJECT AT 3 NORTH STATE STREET AND ACCEPTING THE SUM OF THIRTY-FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($35,000.00) IN GRANT PROCEEDS FROM THE NEW HAMPSHIRE DEPARTMENT OF BUSINESS AND ECONOMIC AFFAIRS (BEA) MUNICIPAL DEMOLITION GRANT PROGRAM FOR THIS PURPOSE
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The City of Concord resolves as follows:

WHEREAS,	Next Step Living, Inc. is a locally based organization that plans to renovate vacant real estate located at #3 North State Street into a congregate living facility to support 12 adult individuals with developmental disabilities; and

[bookmark: _GoBack]WHEREAS,	the City of Concord received Council approval at the August 12, 2024 meeting to apply for the New Hampshire Department of Business and Economic Affairs (BEA) Division of Economic Development Municipal Demolition Grant program to support Next Step Living, Inc.’s proposed facility; and 

WHEREAS,	the City of Concord has applied for and received a grant in the sum of $35,000 from the New Hampshire Department of Business and Economic Affairs (BEA) Division of Economic Development known as the Municipal Demolition Grant program for this purpose; and 

WHEREAS,	there is no financial match required for this grant program; and 

WHEREAS,	Resolution #9659 stipulated that if the grant application was successful, the City would hold necessary public hearing to accept and appropriate said funds upon award, as well as subgrant said funds to Next Step Living, Inc., or applicable related corporate entity, to support Next Step Living, Inc.’s proposed facility at 3 North State Street; and

WHEREAS, 	the programmatic requirements of the Municipal Demolition Grant Program stipulate that the funds be paid as reimbursements for documented demolition costs already expended; and

WHEREAS,	the City Manager and Community Development Department will coordinate said reimbursements through Next Step Living, Inc and the BEA; and
WHEREAS,	this appropriation is for a purpose for which funding was not included in the Fiscal Year 2025 adopted budget, therefore Section 37 of the City Charter requires a two-thirds vote of the City Council.

NOW, THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Concord that:
                        
1. The sum of	$35,000
be and is hereby appropriated as follows:

Next Step Living 3 North State Street Project	$35,000

2. Revenue to meet said appropriation shall be provided from the following source:

Grants and Donations Fund
NH Department of Business and Economic Affairs Division of Economic Development Municipal Demolition Grant funds	$35,000

3. The City Council authorizes the City Manager to administer and spend said Demolition Grant Program funds as described herein upon approval by the BEA.

4. Sums as appropriated shall be expended under the direction of the City Manager.

5. This resolution shall take effect upon its passage.
