RESOLUTION  	REPURPOSING THE SUM OF EIGHT THOUSAND, THREE HUNDRED FIFTY DOLLARS  AND SEVENTY CENTS ($8,350.70) FROM THE ZAMBONI  SUBPROJECT (FY 2022 CIP #64) FOR USE ON THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY (EPA) COMPLIANCE  (FY 20221 CIP #64) SUBPROJECT
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The City of Concord resolves as follows: 

WHEREAS, 	the Fiscal Year 2025 capital improvement plan approved $115,000.00 for the Heights Fire Station boiler replacement project (CIP #252); and 

WHEREAS, 	the Heights Fire Station boiler replacement was successfully completed; and

WHEREAS, 	the Fire Headquarters heating system has failed, reached the end of its operational life, and can no longer be effectively maintained or managed with the existing equipment; and

WHEREAS,	the Fire Headquarters circulator pump has also failed; and

WHEREAS,	the Fire Department has received a proposal from the City’s vendor dated November 13, 2024 in the amount of $10,511.00 for the repair and restoration of the heating system; and 

WHEREAS, 	the Fire Department seeks approval to repurpose the remaining $29,091.10 in the Heights Fire Station boiler replacement project (CIP#252) to facilitate the repair and restoration of the existing system, as well as replacement of one circulator pump and other additional ancillary equipment; and 
 
WHEREAS, 	the savings from the completed Heights Fire Station boiler replacement is largely due to the ability of Milestone Construction to complete the project under the quoted amount; and  

WHEREAS,   the useful life of the project is equal to or exceeds the term of the bond funds being repurposed

WHEREAS, 	this repurposing of bond proceeds requires a two-thirds vote of the City Council under RSA 33:3-a, II.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Concord that: 

1) The sum of	$29,091.10 
be and is hereby repurposed as follows:
 
General Capital Project Fund 
Fire Facility Renovation (CIP #252) Fire Administration Heating System 	$29,091.10 

2) Revenue to meet said repurposing shall be provided from the following sources: 

General Capital Project Fund
